Feast Days 
May 19th                             St Mel’s Cathedral 

Today is the anniversary of the solemn consecration of St Mel’s 

cathedral in 1893. The foundation stone was laid on May 19th 1840 by 

Bishop William Higgins. After the fire on Christmas eve 2009, the 

cathedral was formally re-dedicated on Sunday May 17th 2015 by 

Archbishop Francis Duffy. 

May 22nd                             St Rita of Corsica (1381-1457) 

Rita of Corsica was a wife, mother , widow and a member of a religious 

community. Her holiness was reflected in each phase of her life. 

Beatified in 1626, Rita was canonized in 1900. Many people visit her 

tomb each year.

The Ascension 
Leonardo de Vinci who was born in 1452 was an Italian 

painter and sculptor. One day while working on a large canvas 

in his studio he suddently stopped. Summoning one of his 

talented students, Leonardo invited him to complete the work. 

The student protested that he was not worthy and unable to 

complete the great painting the master had begun. But de 

Vinci spoke to the student and said, ‘will not what I have 

done inspire you to do your best ?’  

Jesus our Master began to spread the Good News over two 

thousand years ago by what he said and did and most of all by 

what he suffered. Jesus illustrated his message and left us to 

finish the picture. Shouldn’t Jesus’ life not inspire us to finish 

the work he begun. This is the message of the Ascension. 
As Saint Teresa of Avila, a Carmelite nun  once wrote 

“Christ has no body on earth but yours, no hands but yours, 

no feet but yours…. Yours are the eyes with which he looks 

compassion on this world.”
