The Referendums 
The following are some extracts from the Irish Episcopal 

Conference message 

(1)The family is acknowledged as the place where generocity, 

tenderness, forgiveness, stability, care, love and truth can best 

be taught and learned by chidren. We recognize, of course, 

that there are families which are not founded on marriage. 

They form part of the reality of family life, which Pope 

Francis described as a ‘challenging mosaic made up of 

many different realities, with all their joys, hopes and 

problems’. 

(2) While marriage entails a public and legal commitment, the 

term ‘durable relationship’ is shrouded in legal uncertainity 

and is open to wide interpretation. Various commentators 

have suggested that the term ‘ durable relationship’ risks 

leading to unforeseen consequences. 

The Care Amendment (1) The proposed amendment 

would have the effect of abolishing all references to 

motherhood in the constitution. The role of mothers should 

continue to be cherished in our constitution. (2) We have 

similar concerns with the removal of the term ‘home’ from 

this article. (AL44).
