Forced to quit school at the age of 13 to work on the family farm in
Tremelo, Belgium, six years later Damien joined the religious order of
the Sacred Hearts of Jesus & Mary. In 1873 he went to Hawaii as
chaplain to the leper colony on the Island of Molokai. Damien
eventually got Hansen’s disease. He died in 1936 and was buried with
his people on the island. He is known as the Leper Priest.
